A Allocations funding formulas for EOPS and
CARE will not be run until such time when
state appropriations for programs are fully
restored to 2008 - 2009 funding levels (year
when 40 percent cuts were imposed on
categorical programs)

A College EOPS and CARE allocations will not
change until formulas are run




Priority Registration

A First-tier priority enrollment is mandated only
for these five groups of students:
A EOPS(AB 595, Statutes of 2013)
A DSPS (AB 595, Statutes of 2013)
A CalWORKSs (AB 86, Statutes of 2013)
A Veterans/military (SB 813, Statutes of 2011 )
A Foster youth (AB 194, Statutes of 2011)

A These five groups must be scheduled to enter
first and at the same time for priority

registration. No one group In first - tier may
go ahead of another




A Students not meeting SSSP requirements do
not have enroliment priority and will register
after the third - tier.

A Districts are not required to apply the
registration priorities during summer
sessions or intersessions.

A The 100 degree - applicable unit limitation
does not include units for non - degree -
applicable ESL or basic skills classes.

A Districts may set the unit limit lower than 100
units, consider units earned from other
colleges, and exempt students in high unit
majors programs.

EOPS and SSSP

A EOPS Is an essential partner in campus - wide
efforts to fully implement SSSP core services.

A As It had for nearly 30 years with matriculation
services and must now do with SSSP, EOPS
must clearly define its role and comply with
Title 5 over - and- above requirements to ensure
that low income, educationally disadvantaged
students continue to have access to college
and receive the necessary supportive services
to help them achieve their educational, career

and personal goals successfully.

Therefore:

AEOPS orientation services must be over, above
and in addition to the orientation offered by
the college to all students.

AEOPS counseling contacts must be over,
above and in addition to the counseling
offered by the college to all students.

AEOPS education plans must be over, above

and in addition to the plans developed by the
college for all students.




UC and CSU Fee Waivers

A California Education Code, Atrticle 8, section 69656 ,
requires the University of California and California
State University to give admission application fee
walivers to community college EOPS students.

A Three years ago, UC and CSU discontinued the use of
the yellow fee waiver form, because they both
Implemented online application processes that
automatically give admission application fee waivers
to low income students, including EOPS, who meet
specific income guidelines.

A The fee waiver process for EOPS students differs
slightly between UC and CSU, but regardless of the
process, EOPS students must receive the fee waivers




A UC admission application fee:
0 $70 per application to each campus

A CSUadmission application fee:
0 $55 per application to each campus

A UC and CSU admission application fee waivers
allow EOPS and low income students to
submit admissions applications to up to four

campuses in each segment at no cost




A CSUwill accept applications  for Fall 2015
admissions from October 1 through
November 30, 2014 (deadline).

A UC will accept applications for Fall 2015
admissions from November 1 through
November 30, 2014 (deadline).




Applying to UC

A Students who apply online and meet income
eligibility criteria will ~ automatically be
granted admission application fee  waivers at
up to four UC campuses to which they are
applying.

A To apply to UC, students must use the online
application available at
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A An EOPS student who does not automatically
receive a fee waiver through the UC online
application process must submit the UC
OAut hor ifaa\Wdverofn 2015 - 16
Admission Application Fees 0and the EOPS
certification letter signed by the college EOPS
director .

AUC has authori zed t he Ch
send these two forms directly to all
community college EOPS programs.




A UC application help center staff  have been
directed to approve application fee waivers
from EOPS students regardless of their
Income , If they submit the UC fee waliver form
and EOPS certification letter.

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Applying to CSU

A CSU Mentor, the CSU online application,
Includes a question that asks applicants to
identify whether they are a CSU EOP or
community college EOPS student.

A Students who respond 0 y ets this question are
then asked to select from the drop down menu
which CSU or community college campus they are
enrolled .

A EOP and EOPS students will automatically
have their application fees waived by through
online process, regardless of their income




A Helpful hint from CSU Mentor : Applicants

must complete all information in the online
application before requesting the application

fee waliver .
A Students do not need to submit follow - up
paper waiver forms if the CSU Mentor online
